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Premier intervenes in a land claim dispute
that threatens tourism in Pongola

On 28 January Premier Sihle Zikalala visited Nkunzana
in Pongola to resolve a land claim, which posed a major
threat to the Big Five private Mkuze Falls game reserve,
a leading tourist attraction for both the province and
South Africa.

The land claim was a bone of contention between the
Nkunzana Communal Property Trust and the Nkunzana
Concerned Group. The land in question stretched
between the Nkunzana River and Magudu, Ward 1 of
Pongola Municipality.

The land claim caused conflicts among the beneficiar-
ies which had impacted negatively on the productive

use of the land and undermining the land restitution
programme of government. Zikalala’s intervention was
intended to resolve the conflict among beneficiaries.

This intervention would rescue the private Mkuze Falls
game reserve near Pongola. The game reserve still
continued to be a major source of income for many
families and the dispute threatened to destroy the liveli-
hood of the community.

The Mkuze Falls game reserve is an international
tourist destination putting the province and country on
the map.
